There in 1852, the mother died.  The father is at present living in Warren County, Iowa.  William G. Garrison is the eldest of five children, and was reared in Gregg and Jefferson Townships until April, 1861.  He  enlisted in Comp. K, 7th Indiana Volunteers under Captain Jeff K.
