They moved west through the Cumberland Gap and settled in areas near the border of Kentucky and Tennessee.  The Kemp's settled in Wayne County Kentucky while the Normans's settled in Overton County Tennessee.  They stayed, built farms and raised another generation of kids.  Twenty five years later they decided it was time to move again.   This time northward, to the new territory of Indiana.  Many of the same families that had come from North Carolina were making the trip northward, but this trip was much different.  The first time they were newly married couples with only a few children.  This time each family had eight, ten and even twelve children.  

From Kentucky and Tennessee they moved northward across the Ohio River and into Indiana.  They settled in the center of the state near Martinsville in Morgan County.
