DANIEL FIREBAUGH FAMILY OF OWEN COUNTY, IN

Daniel FIREBAUGH was born 1802 in Allegany County, Maryland.  He was the son of Philip and Barbara HENDRICKS FIREBAUGH.  After the death of his father in 1809, the mother and his siblings moved to Harrison County, OH and then on to Coshocton County, OH.  He married Catherine “Caty” LITTLE on 30 March 1827 in Harrison County, OH.  Catherine was the daughter of William LITTLE.

He sold his land in Coshocton County on 4  September 1854 and moved his family to Freedom, Owen County, IN. In the 1860 Census of Jefferson Township, Owen County, IN, Daniel is listed as 58 years old and occupation is that of a farmer.  Living in the home is his wife Catherine and six of his eight children.  His property is valued at $1,000.00 and the census told us all his children had attended school within the last year.  They were  members of the Dutch Bethel Church.  In the 1870 Census, Catherine is the head of household and several children were still at home. 

 According to the Indiana Mortality Schedule for 1870, Daniel’s death is reported at the age of 66.  His occupation was listed as a wheelwright.  Actual date of death was 2 March 1870 in Freedom and his will was dated 3 May 1866 and probated 8 April 1879 in Owen County.  Caty died 6 March 1876 and both are believed to have been buried in the Old Dutch Bethel Cemetery.

The eight children are:

Susannah was born February 1830 in Harrison County, OH.  She married twice, first to John H. GRIM on 8 June 1854.  Their children are Webster Smiley born 6 November 1857 in Owen County and died 22 April 1900 also in Owen County,  Alvin Alen was born 2 July 1855 and died 6 July 1877 also in Owen County, Sarah Catherine was born 15 July 1860 and died 11 May 1867.  They are all buried in the Dutch Bethel Cemetery.  After John died, she married a Mr. TRENT and they had one child Amanda born 1868 in Owen County.  In the 1880 Census of Owen County, Amanda is listed as a deaf-mute.

William was born 16 September 1831 in Harrison County, OH and he also married twice.  First to Nancy ARTER, daughter of Thomas ARTER.  They were married 12 October 1856 in Owen County, IN.  William and Nancy had six children, Reuben born 1858, Frank Fountain born 8 May 1859, Bryon born 1858, Nancy, Ambrose born 1863 and Luvada born 1861 all in Owen County.  After the death of Nancy on 7 October 1865 in Owen County, he married Mrs. Mary J. FISCUS SCOTT, the widow of Ephraim SCOTT.  They were married 5 December 1867 at Spencer, Owen County.  William and Mary had six children, Frances born 23 February 1868, Nora born 1872, Ruth born 6 September 1874, Martin born 1875, Ebinezer born 1875 and Bertha born 4 May 1883.  William served in the Civil War and was attached to Company D 57, Indiana Infantry.  He was discharged on 16 June 1865.  He died 9 March 1894 and Mary died 15 January 1917.

Catherine was born 1840 in OH.  On 17 March 1860 Catharine filed a ‘bastardy” lawsuit against Lenard NEEDE.  Their child Rachel was born 29 March 1859 in Freedom, Owen County, IN.  On 31 December 1863 Catherine married E. Henry A. JONES.  Rachel married Dr. Sullivan William GREENWOOD on 6 June 1876 in Owen County, IN. Rachel and Sullivan had five children, Lenia, Adelpha, Maggie, John, and Laura.

Daniel Jr. was born January 1841 in Coshocton County, OH.  He married Mary Ann Elizabeth “Betsy” CONDER on 26 January 1863 in Freedom, Owen County, IN.  A copy of their marriage license reflects that Daniel Sr. performed the marriage ceremony.  Daniel Jr. enlisted 13 August 1862 but was mustered out on 20 September 1862.  In the 1870 Census he was living in Jefferson Township, Owen County, but by the 1880 Census, they had moved to Crooked Creek, Bollinger County, MO.  They had eight children, Amilda was born 1865 in Owen County, George Webster was born 20 November 1866 Owen County, Melissa Jane born October 1869 Owen County, Elsworth Emerson born 22 April 1871 Owen County, Nancy Catherine was born 1873, Daniel Hershel was born 14 September 1874, Elizabeth Ellen was born 14 September 1873 and Nellie Melovine was born 1878.

Charles Dallas/Simpson was born 5 November 1842 in Coshocton County, OH and in the 1870 was living in Jefferson Township, Owen County, IN.  In the 1910 Census, he was living in Eldred, Mc Kean County, PA and his wife’s first name was Eva.  He returned to Bushnell, IL and died there 30 March 1929.  There was no issue of this marriage.

Anna Ellen was born 1847 in Coshocton Co., OH  She married George W. RAWLEY on 21 September 1865 in Freedom, Owen County, IN.  In the 1870 Census they are living in Jefferson Township, Owen County.  George apparently served during the Civil War as his tombstone in Dutch Bethel Cemetery reads Co. G. 14 January 1847-23 May 1881.  They had three children, Catharine born 1869 Owen County, Della born 1 September 1872 in Freedom and she married Frederick Carl GREENWOOD on 9 October 1887 in Owen County, and Eva born 1876.

Benton was born January 1849 in Coshocton County, OH and he married Nellie Ellen MC CLAREN on 30 November 1873 in Freedom, Owen County, IN.  Nellie was the daughter of Charles MC CLAREN and it is believed that her mother’s maiden name was TRENT.  By 1880 they had moved to Bushnell, IL.  Benton died May 1925 and Nellie 26 November 1932.  They had three children, Leonard Tilden born 1873, Lola Andra born 26 October 1885 and Viola born 1874.

Webster (my great-grandfather) was born 15 September 1851 in Coshocton County, OH.  He married Mary Catherine MC CORMICK on 15 April 1873 in Owen County, IN.  Mary was the daughter of Stephen Alford and Sarah Jane MULKY MC CORMICK.  In the 1880 Census, he was living in Franklin Township, Owen County, IN.    By 1884, he had moved his family to Audubon County, Iowa and he died there 18 March 1930.  Mary Catherine died 19 August 1918.  They had five children, Oda May was born 16 September 1874 in Freedom, Owen County, Alfred was born 21 January 1877 in Owen County, Bert Osbern (my grandfather) was born 1 December 1879 in Freedom, George Mulky was born 16 July 1888 in Audubon County, IA and Bonnie Edith was born 4 December 1891 also in Audubon County.
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
