Township.  On May 17, 1823, there was a meeting at their house to organize a

church.  James Bolden and John Asher donated land for a church and a school.

This was the origin of the Little Mount church.  This was a very strong

congregation according to the old Owen County History and the Quincy, Gosport

and I think the Salem churches.  The first church house was replaced by a

better and larger building in 1846.  This building stood until the early 1940's

at which time it was purchased by the Samaria Baptist Church, disassembled and

the materials moved to remodel the Samaria Church.

I believe that James Baldon arrived in Indiana before McKinney as it shows in the land patents. He owned substantial areas of property in the Owen county area. Where either he and his wife are buried is a puzzler as they show up nowhere. Although he owned 2 "sections" of land around the area of the present day Little Mount Cemetery and donated the land to the church for the cemetery--he is not buried there unless the grave is unmarked.
